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16. In Acts, Chapter 23,
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17. we find the Apostle Paul in a Roman prison
in Jerusalem.
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18. Do you think Paul was thinking that God had
forsaken him?
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19. Do you think he was discouraged?
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20. Do you think Paul was wondering why God
is silent?
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21. The Bible tells us that, from the moment Paul
was arrested, in Acts, Chapter 21,
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22. he was never a free man again;
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23. and that’s about a period of five years;
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24. but God did not condemn the Apostle Paul
for his thought of discouragement.
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25. Instead, the Lord came to encourage him;
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and those five years became the most
productive, influential five years of Paul’s

life,
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because 2,000 years later, we are blessed by
those Epistles that were written in the prison.
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Turn with me, please, if you have your Bible,
to Acts 23, verse 11.
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The Lord personally came to Paul and said,

“Take courage, Paul,
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for as you have testified about Me in
Jerusalem,

TREREAEHR R A BAE WAL,
so you must bear witness in Rome.”
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My listening friend, | want to tell you
something of uttermost importance.
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There are times in our lives when we are
tempted to misunderstand the silence of God.
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There are days when we confuse the silence
of God for lack of caring on His part.
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There are circumstances in life when we
guestion the nearness of God to us.
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While in reality, Acts 23:11 should teach us
an important lesson...
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that God is never closer to His children than
when they cannot see Him.
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How do we know that?
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Because His Word tells us so.

When Abraham was about to give up on the
promise of God,

God came to him and said, “Don’t be afraid.”
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God’s Word tells us that, when Paul was
discouraged in the prison,
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God came and said to him, “Take courage,
Paul.”
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My listening friend, | want to tell you
something that you must never forget.
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This promise of God to Paul is also for you.
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If you’re going through a hard time,
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if you are experiencing darkness in your life,
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if you are tempted to give up on God,
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if you are wondering whether God has
forgotten you,
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God’s words to Paul are meant to be for you.
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His encouragement to Paul is His
encouragement to you.
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His promise to Paul is His promise to you.
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His nearness to Paul is an evidence of His
nearness to you.
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When God is silent, He is working for you.
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He is letting things work out for your good
and for His glory.
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Secondly, when God is silent,
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He is even using the small things to
accomplish His purpose and to protect you.
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When Paul was put in that Roman prison,
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there were a group of men in the city known
as the “zealots”,
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and they were determined to take the law into
their own hands.
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They wanted to Kkill the Apostle Paul.
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Forty of them wanted to kill one man.
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They took an oath that they would not eat,
they would not drink, they will not rest, until
Paul is killed.
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The zealots worked in secret.
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They often disguised themselves and they
never operated in the open;
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so they hatched this plot in secret to kill Paul.
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Oh, but the all knowing God was watching
the plot.
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He was hearing what was going on;
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but He did not intervene supernaturally.
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Do you think God could not swing His sword
and kill all of them?
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Sure He could have;
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but He didn’t.

He could have intervened supernaturally, but
He didn’t;

plot and get the word to Paul;
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and Paul sends him to the Roman captain
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and the plot was foiled.
