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The “pre-modern” times began with the
collapse of the Roman Empire in the beginning
of the 4th century.
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In the beginning of the 4th century, people

interpreted reality in terms of their knowledge
of the Word of God.
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Their worldview was dominated by the
knowledge of the Word of God,;
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but, gradually, people got away from the Word
of God.
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After that came the “modern” period in the
beginning of the 14th century.
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During the “modern” period, there were two
competing ideas.
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There was the Reformation, and, there was the
Renaissance.
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The Reformation placed God supreme, and,

therefore, man had the power to glorify God in
every human endeavor.
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The Renaissance, on the other hand, gradually
placed man at the center of the stage.
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The cry of the time was, “I think, therefore I
am.”
