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as we come to the third, and the last, in this
series of messages, “The Three Marks of
Discipleship,”
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and we’re going to talk about living like Jesus.
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In Luke, Chapter 10, verses 30 to 37,

Jesus tells a story.
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It is not only a story of a model life,

but also, it is the story of Jesus’ own life.
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It begms by a lawyer trying to quiz Jesus,
saying what kind of life he could live that
would earn him eternal life.
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Jesus waited until the lawyer answered his own
question by quoting Scripture.
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The lawyer said, “You shall love the Lord your
God with all your heart and you shall love your
neighbor as yourself...”
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and, so, Jesus said, "Go and practice that."
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At that point, the lawyer realizes that loving
your neighbor as yourself is easier said than
done;
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and, so, he asks Jesus, “Who is my neighbor?”
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which prompted Jesus to tell him a story that
we call, “The Good Samaritan.”
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Listen to Luke 10:30 to 37.

He gets by-passed by the very people who

should have helped him.
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The priest was commissioned by God to
minister to hurting people;
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but, when the priest saw the bleeding man, he
ignored him.

activities, also ignored the bleeding man and
moved on.
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This is a picture of how ineffective religious
rituals and ceremonies are.
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Dead rituals freeze hearts.
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Dead rituals cannot save souls.
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Dead rituals cannot meet needs;
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and, so, we see that a Samaritan appears.
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Remember, Jews and Samaritans hated each
other.

Samaritans were part-Jew and part-Gentile,
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and, often, they did not fit in with either world;
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but this Samaritan was different.
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This Samaritan was selfless.

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Like Jesus, this Samaritan did four things.
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He stopped.

He stooped.
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He saved,
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and he served.
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First, he stopped.
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We know almost nothing about this man, the
Samaritan,
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but he has inspired countless people for over
2,000 years.
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Now, my listening friend, | want to remind you
that this Samaritan was not on a holiday.
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This Samaritan was not sitting idly by.
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No, this Samaritan was a busy man.
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He had business to attend to.
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This Samaritan had a schedule to keep,
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and he had a choice to make.
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“Should I get involved or should I just keep to
my plan?”
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and, my listening friend, Jesus said of Himself,
He had a choice to lay down His life or not.
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Jesus had a choice.
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Should He stay in Heaven with the Father or
come from Heaven and die?
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He said, “I have authority to lay down My life,

and I have authority to take it up...”
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but I am so glad that Jesus did not say, “I have
a universe to run,”
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or “I have a world to rule,"
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and, "I can’t get down to the Earth and get
involved.”
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I am glad Jesus stopped.
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He stopped and looked at humanity’s desperate
condition.
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Jesus stopped and took pity on humanity’s
condition of dying in sin.
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Jesus stopped and cared for the agony of
humanity’s guilt and grief.
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If Jesus had not stopped to care for us, we
would not be here today.
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Thousands of you would testify the same way,

and there are millions of people who are

desperate for the message of healing and
forgiveness.
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You may be one of them.
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The mark of discipleship is to live like Jesus,
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and that includes stopping from your business.
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Living like Jesus means stopping from our
fears.

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This man did not only stop, but, secondly, he
stooped.
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To stoop means to bend down.
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The Samaritan literally lowered himself.
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He put the person in need above himself.
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He risked his life.
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The road they walked on was known for being
a dangerous road.

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My listening friend, when Jesus Christ died on
the cross,
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He not only died to save us eternally,
