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In the first beatitude, Jesus said that the
entrance into the Kingdom of Heaven begins

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It was of this type of mourning that the Bible
said Peter mourned after he denied the Lord
Jesus Christ.
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The Bible said he wept bitterly;
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and the Aramaic word that Jesus uses here
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means that heartfelt grief.
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It is not an emotional feeling.
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In fact, it has nothing to do with emotion.
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It is a deep, inner feeling of anguish.
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That same word is used in Genesis 37,
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when Jacob’s boys came and lied to him and
told him that Joseph was being devoured by an
animal.
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He had inner mourning.
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It is used in Mark 16:10,
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when the Disciples mourned before they knew
that Jesus was raised from the dead.
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It’s the same word that is used in the Book of
Revelation, Chapter 18 and verses 11 and 15,
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where it is said that, when the world economy
collapses,
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and the business people will mourn over the
situation.
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That is the kind of mourning that Jesus is
talking about -
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a deep, inner agony.
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It is a mourning that you and | must feel toward
our sin and disobedience.
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Let me tell you a story.
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In Dundee of Scotland,
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there was a famous preacher.
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His name was Robert Murray McShane.
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He died at the age of thirty;
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and, one day, a young minister came to visit his
church.

He asked the man in the church to tell him what
is the secret of McShane’s power.
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McShane was instrumental in leading many
people to Christ all over Scotland.
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The old sexton looked at the young man and
said, “Come with me.”
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He led him into the church
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and, then, into the study,
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and he showed him some of McShane’s books.
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Some of these books were still there.
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He motioned to a chair that McShane used to sit
in.
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He said to him, “Sit down here...”
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and the visitor obeyed.
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He said, “Now, put your head on your hands...”
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and the young man complied.
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He said to him, “Now, let tears flow, for that’s
what McShane did.”
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Next, he led him into the church building

Jesus said,
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“Blessed are those who mourn.”
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Jesus is not saying that happiness comes from
the act of mourning.
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Jesus is saying that happiness comes with what
God does in response to your mourning.
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Happiness comes with forgiveness and the
healing that results from such mourning.
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God’s comfort can only be experienced by
those who are prone to weep over their sin and
not gloss over it.
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Godly mourning brings God’s forgiveness,
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and God’s forgiveness brings God’s happiness
and comfort.
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This is the kind of mourning that Jesus is
talking about.
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He is not speaking about the psychological and

emotional experience that makes people feel
bad sometimes.

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that, when you find yourself in trouble,
