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Let us read about this in the Book of Numbers,

Chapter 12, verses 4 to 9.
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Meekness does not mean that we do not

confront some situations.
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Meekness does not mean that we don’t confront
some issues.
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Meekness does not mean that we do not
confront some people.
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That is not what it means at all;
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but you have your confrontations out of
strength, under control, not out of anger.
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You do it out of compassion, mixed with inner
security, not revenge.
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You do it out of courage, mixed with
confidence, not vengeance.
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In fact, Moses’ reaction to God’s chastisement
of Miriam was an incredible act of meekness.
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Let me tell you about it.
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Miriam complained about the blackness of her
sister-in-law,
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so God made her real white with leprosy.
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Let us read in the Book of Numbers, Chapter
12, verse 10.
