If you have not listened to the broadcast before,
we are talking about the Ten Commandments;
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and, today, we’re going to talk about the
Second Commandment.
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I think most parents have a desire in their hearts
to leave their children some sort of inheritance.
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Parents and grandparents work hard in order to

put something away for their children and
grandchildren.
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Of course, in some situations, | have seen how
easy money can ruin lives.
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A friend of mine used to say that leaving your

children a financial inheritance without a
spiritual inheritance is a disaster.
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The Second Commandment
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is not only a stern warning against worshipping
God the wrong way,
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but is a warning about worshipping the wrong
way and passing that wrong way to the next
generation.
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The First Commandment has to do with
worshipping the right God;
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and the Second Commandment has to do with
worshipping the right God, the right way.
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The First Commandment tells us that we must
reject false gods;

and the Second Commandment tells us that we
must not worship the true God in any form of
man-made image;

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and that is why this Commandment is very
relevant to every believer in Jesus Christ.
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Again, if you have your Bible with you, please
turn to Exodus, Chapter 20 and verse 4.
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Here’s what the Second Commandment said:

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“You shall not make for yourself an idol in the
form of anything in heaven above or the earth
beneath or the water below. You shall not bow
down to them or worship them:; for 1, the Lord
your God, am a jealous God, punishing the
children for the sin of the fathers to the third
and the fourth generation of those who hate me,
but showing love to a thousand generations of
those who love me and keep my
commandments.”

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It is very simple.

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and that is why the second part of this precept
says, “You shall not bow down to them, nor
worship them.”

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Some people also make idols out of pastors and
teachers and priests.
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They may not bow down to them, but they
follow them to the point of adoration;
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but teachers and preachers are simply
instruments of God.
