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Some counselors’ own conduct is not a good
role model,
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but there is a Counselor Who is best of the best.
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Seven hundred years before the Lord Jesus
Christ was born in Bethlehem,
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Isaiah, the Prophet, in Chapter 9, verse 6,
prophesied in details about His coming.
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I don’t want you to forget this point: that it was
seven hundred years before Christ was born.
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Now, let’s look at these descriptions of Jesus:
