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I knew some people who were adamant that |
had to not only read the booklet, . . . but preach
its message.
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As patiently as | could, . . . I tried to tell these
precious folks that even Jesus said: that only
the Father knew the hour of His return.
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Their reply was: “Oh no! This author knows
the scripture!”
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“This author has actually calculated the years of
Daniel’s vision.”
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They went on and on and on . . . about the
accuracy of the book.
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So you can understand when September of
1988 came and went, . . .
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These dear folks did not come to talk to me
again.
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The amazing thing is . . . that in my

lifetime, . . . | have seen this same thing happen
at least three times.
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Even today, . . .
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You see some people with their charts . . . and
graphs . . . and timetables,
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Dividing history into certain periods of time.
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The problem is this.
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Many people throughout history have
