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The Bible says Sarah immediately sprang into
action.
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Now, | am not advising you husbands to

habitually bring visitors unannounced to your
wife night after night.
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But | know that when the occasion presents
itself . . . it becomes an opportunity for wives to
manifest their spirituality.
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I try to imagine old Abraham running into the
tent... “Sarah, rustle up some food... these are
no ordinary visitors.”
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And Sarah beautifully... and graciously
responds.
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If she had been one of these modern day
women... she would have exploded like a faulty
pressure cooker.
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But she acted with graciousness and hospitality.

No wonder the Apostle Peter in | Peter 3
chooses Sarah... over all the other women in the
Old Testament... as an illustration of how to be
a godly wife.
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Now, she was not perfect...
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nor was Abraham...
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but with amazing resilience... she showed
strength of character under the pressure of the
unexpected.
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Sarah was gracious and hospitable... so was
Abraham.
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He did not just sit and put his feet up... letting
Sarah do all the work...
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After washing their feet... he ran to his herd and

he chose the best of his cattle and gave it to his
servants to prepare for the honored guests.
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In verses 9 to 12 the Lord asked for Sarah by
name.

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Jesus called Zaccheus by name... to come down
from the tree top.

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So in Verse 10, The Lord repeats the promise
of the coming son by Sarah.

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It is probably enough to give her a heart attack.
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But instead of a heart attack... Sarah laughed to
herself in the kitchen.
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She did not think that anyone would know
